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Washington Checklist

· MAKE SURE YOU HAVE YOUR PASSPORT FOR WHEN WE CROSS THE AMERICAN-CANADIAN BORDER. PREFERABLY, YOU SHOULD HAVE A PASSPORT.
· Always keep your money in a safe place (i.e. money belt), and check that it is still where you put it every so often. Do not carry around large sums of money. Keep your purses/wallets/valuables zipped up and out of site to pick pockets.
· Bring things to do on the bus. It is going to take us approximately ten-twelve hours to reach Washington – bring books, games and movies (DVD & VHS) to watch along the way.
· Spend your money wisely! Breakfast is provided for you at the hotel, but remember that you have to worry about your own lunches. A good guide would be $50.00 a day (includes your lunches, as well as some souvenirs). 
· Pack smart! The weather in Washington might be cooler so make sure you have a light jacket, pants and a warm pull-over for chilly evenings and rainy days. Make sure you have comfortable shoes for walking!
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Always be on time. We have specific deadlines and places to be so we cannot hold up the tour because someone chooses to be late. Don’t forget to wear a watch.

· Never go anywhere alone. Make sure you stay with a group of people from OUR school at ALL times. 

· Always be respectful. Remember that you are an ambassador for Waterdown District High School as well as Canada! Do not litter, destroy property, or act rudely at any time. 
· Keep your hotel room clean and remember that you are responsible to pay for anything that you break. Mr. Tidridge & Ms. Alexandre have the right to send you home at your own expense should you act inappropriately. Keep a close eye on your room keys! If you are worried about losing them, keep them at the front desk when departing from the hotel.
